· Regularly spend time with God in prayer and scripture reading.

· *Students who do not meet Basic Training Expectations will be asked to leave Basic Training for a season (duration to be determined by Basic Training Leader).  They may return after filling out an application and meeting with the Basic Training Leader & Student Ministries Pastor.

Basic Training Commitments (Students & Parents, Please read and sign below):

1. I will commit to a dedicated prayer and devotional life: regular time with God in His Word, praying daily.  I will pray for my friends, family, other Allied Force students, student ministry adult leaders & pastor, the youth ministry as a whole, and myself.

2. I will be willing and prepared to seek out ministry opportunities.  It is my responsibility to see that new students are welcomed, and that all students feel loved and encouraged. I will take guest sheets weekly and contact at least one of these guests per week.

3. I will place a high priority on training time i.e. attend every Basic Training meeting.  If I cannot be at a meeting for some reason, I must call the Basic Training leader.  If I miss two times WITHOUT CALLING, I understand that I will be asked to leave Basic Training.

4. I will make student ministry activities a priority.  It’s important that, as a member of the leadership team, I totally support whatever activity is taking place.  I recognize that, if I as a leader do not place high value on what we do in student ministry, it will be that much more difficult for my peers to do the same.

5. When in church, I will set an example in worship.  If I sit with my friends, I am expected to set an example by placing my focus on God and adoring Him in worship and not focusing on my friends.  If I sit with my family, I set an example of respect for my parents even as I focus on God and adore Him in worship. I will be a role model to my peers in every aspect of my life – at church, school, with my friends, and with my family.
